So it's over to you to contribute your thoughts and opinions to the next edition.
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From Burra, proceed to
Mt Bryan. This is home
of some of South Aus-
tralia’s premier sheep
studs, including Collins-
ville and the former East
Bungaree. TR onto the
dirt surfaced White Hill
Rd - you won't be on the
black top for a long time.
The large open grass-
land to the right is the
Mokota Conservation
Park. It preserves natu-
ral grasslands, and has
Mt Cone as its high
point at 789 m. Soon
you leave cropping land
and the ubiquitous
mallee surrounds you as you twist
through the ranges.

As you come down White Hill and
look east over the plains, TL into
Dust Hole Creek Rd. (GPS/UTM
coordinates are 54H 0320717E,
6288610N). You are approxi-
mately 20 km from Mt Bryan town-
ship. Beware livestock, as where
you are driving is mostly unfenced.
Cross the Newikie Creek through
a waterhole, observe the old mine
evidence to the left, climb up the
saddle and proceed north. Re-
member to leave gates as you find

them.

TR at another ruin (54H
0318170E, 6300334N)
and head into the gorge
that is now part of Ca-
roona Creek Conserva-
tion Park. You won't be
travelling fast, as it's a
rocky little track here.
Wind your way to the
top and stop to admire
the views east, and
then TL at the
bottom of the
hill. ~ As you
head north,
you may see
a remnant

chimney to the Ileft,

about 600 m west. We

boiled the billy there.

Next left takes you into

the magnificent Tourilie

Gorge (54 H 0324203E,
6301390N). You will

have to park here, as it

is a no through road. Ad-

mire the hills and see if you can
climb to the cairn on the hill to the
east of the hut. It is here that you
really are on the Heysen Trail.

After back tracking to
the northern route, it is
not far to the Mt Bryan
to Collinsville road. The
ruins of Piltimitiappa (54
H 0323430E,
6307843N) to the left
are the most significant
of the region.
Collinsville station, to
the east (54 H
0323430E, 6307843N)
is bypassed as you con-
tinue north to Mallett.
Collinsville had been
known as Metiappa, but
as it was a name of en-
emy origin in the Great
War, the government
changed it. You will leave the
mallee, and see the flatter, tradi-
tional sheep station country as you
drive north. Watch out for kanga-
roos and emus.
Mallett (54 H 0326914E,
6315293N) looks like an aban-
doned station settlement, but a lit-
tle east of the station buildings you
actually go through the surveyed
town sections that were never built
upon. The hill that looked like a

pyramid from near Tourilie Gorge
turns out to be Ketchowla, 474m
high.



As you swing left and arrive at the
Ketchowla station buildings, (54 H
0331400E, 6313150N), TR to
Bendigo homestead. You can
fairly bowl along these roads,
keeping an eye out for livestock.
Eventually you will arrive at Brae-
mar homestead, (54H 0372158E,
6326996N) where signs exist to

point you to Lilydale and Yunta.
Keep heading east, then north, fol-
lowing the signs, past Lilydale (54
H 0404163E, 6352922N). Oratan
Rock is the prominent hill to

your east. Go through
Manunda, to Yunta (54 H
0364891E, 6394218N). At

the Mobil fuel stop you can

also grab a shower.

Halfway

TL and travel with the hoi
polloi back down the black

top towards Adelaide until

you get to Nackara (54 H
0335073E, 6368811N). It

may be difficult to recognise

this as a location of sub-
stance, but not that long ago
there was an operating post
office here. TL, cross the
railwvay line and head south to-
wards Pitcairn station. Just before

their silver front gate
(54H 0332544E,
6356653N) TR and head
south west, back into the
mallee country. Red Hill,
far on your left, is 629 m
high. Gold has been suc-
cessfully mined in those
hills, and the rich ore was
pushed by wheelbarrow
to Peterborough.
Twenty-four kilo-
metres along this
road to Terowie,
TL towards Pan-

dappa Hill which is 626 m

high. Wend you way south

20 km, with the Porcupine

Range to the west, and

you will come to a T-

junction. In front of you is

the Pandappa Conserva-

tion Park

(54 H 0327007E,
6327960N). TR
and head west towards
Terowie. Six km west, TL
and head south for 9km,
veer left and keep head-
ing south, crossing the
Wonna Creek 6 km later.
As you keep heading
south, through mallee
scrub, you go over the
Moorowie plain, and end
up following the
Moorowie Creek. When
you arrive at a low sad-
dle, which is the headwa-
ters of the Moorowie

Creek, you break back into crop-

ping land. At the T-junction, TR

and notice the recently restored

buildings west of you.

This was the home of Sir Hubert
Wilkens, one of Australia’'s most

successful explorers. Nick up to
the site, and educate yourself.

By now, you will be thinking you
are back in civilisation, as you will
pass the OIld Mt Bryan East
School as you turn right to Mt
Bryan township, 22 km away. You
can spot the telecommunications
tower on the summit of Mt Bryan,
to the west. Travel with the Razor-

back also on your right. Lo and be-
hold, you get back on White Hill
Rd, from whence you started.
Good, wasn't it? Depending upon
any other side excursions you do,
the odometer will tell you you've
travelled between 600 to 700 km
for the round trip, Adelaide to Ade-
laide. Is it remote? Well, in relative
terms, yes: having left Mt Bryan, it
was 26 hours before we saw an-
other vehicle. Was it easy? Yes;
we did not select 4wd once, but
clearance was needed.

Tech Article by Darren McRae

We have chosen the ARB compressor to use for this article,
though most aftermarket compressors have similar parts, and can
be serviced in a similar manner.

The first page of this write up will detail the basic requirements of
servicing your compressor to keep it in tip top shape, and provide
years of good service.

Page 2 will detail further working of the compressor itself and the
spare parts available for the compressor we have used, most of

which can be serviced by anyone with with mechanical aptitude

ARB portable compressor unit

The most important part of any mechanical unit which ingests air as
part of its operation, is for that air to be free of contaminants that may
cause wear to the moving parts within the unit. The black cover on
top of the compressor should be removed periodically and the ele-
ment cleaned and checked to ensure it is preventing ingress of dirt/
dust into the compressor, and isn’t “choked” preventing the compres-
sor from drawing maximum air on every stroke. This brass filter just
lifts out and can be cleaned by using compressed air to blow dust etc
off it NEVER OIL THE BRASS FILTER.

This will cause clogging of the element itself, and may even restrict
the air flow by the oil blocking the small pores that are the make up
of the filter.

Storage tank bolt 13mm Pressure switch Tank “O” ring seal

inlet/outlet valves under filter



The other key area is the storage tank on an ARB ,this
should be removed periodically, to drain any moisture that
can accumulate as it drops from suspension in the air when
pushed into the tank itself, after it is drawn into the com-
pressor as moisture in the air. The tank is held in place by
one 13mm bolt in the end of the tank, and is sealed by an
“O” ring onto the head unit of the compressor. These key
features, as well as mounting in a dust free user friendly
environment, and ensuring the electrical leads and the fuse
are kept in good order, and moisture free should see years
of trouble free use. Please follow any user guide or oper-

ating instructions that come with your specific uni t.
